26™ September 2040

Friday

G:20 am {(+1h GTM)

Hotel Ziindkerze; Hamburg; Germany

I woke very early today. When [ think of beginning of today journey, I feel exciting, but I fecl
fear too. I left my home town Chrudim only two days ago, but it seems as etlernity.
Omnipresent silence makes me nervous. Only air-filter and sounds of waking Hamburg are
disturbing this silence.

I heard knock at the door and Professor Schneider - old berlins scientist, entered my room. It
is honour for me, that T will spend so much time with him. We will sail three or four weeks on
a ship called Sankt Emma 1o Japanese city Yokohama We will let the world know about
dying Arctic.

Professor gave me some instructions and said, we will meet at eight o’clock at the port. T
inspected my instrumentation and reserve plasma-batteries to 3D-camera. 1 gave my passport
to breast pocket. Professor got all other permits,

On our journey by “Arctic ship highway”, we can expect many controls. Especially now,
when Russia and United States fight for crude oil and natural gas,

9:35am (+1h GMT)
The ship Sankt Enmma

We left Hamburg a little later. Incredulous European patrol controlled us. It was hard to
persuade them we are only two scientists and we want to go northwardly. Our way interested
them very much. The biggest areas of mining of natural gas are situated right here. I wonder
about European Union approach to course of events - very strange approach. EU pretends
neutrality, but it is open secret, that ex-countries of Soviet Union help to Russia and United
Kingdom of England, Wales and North Ireland wish for victory of United States. They want
to involve Scotland in this battle too, but Scotland, since achievement of independence,
disavowed all statesmanship of the rest of Britain and it became the second neutral country in
Europe.

Finally, we made a dash for north. Our ship will sweep into German Ocean soon. I am sitting
on board the ship and brisk though not clean air is falling across my face. Sun is shining
through grey smaze very intensely. I had to amplify protective filter function of my UV-
glasses. As we will get closer (o north, UV radiation will be more dangerous, and we will
have to go into special overall. This overall protects the human body against radioactive rays
of our half life-giving star, which increase cancer risk.

North animals were ,diamonds“of nature treasuries and today? Two thirds of north fauna
were extirpated because of mining of natural gas. The last third contains purely the animals
included in Red book of endangered species.

27 September 2040

Central polar research station; Fagpurholymyri; Iceland

Weather was favourable; we arrived to Iceland in time. We have two reasons to stop here.
There are the most acknowledged masters from institute of environment and also, this island
felt the hard attack of global warming at first. Doctor Hilmarsson welcomed us — he'll
accompany us and present us the nature of Ieeland — the land under Artic circle.

We noticed doctor Hilmarsson can speak German. He immediately began to speak with
Professor Schneider. They both were very happy to be able to speak with their mother
language. Namely, many languages disapear, English governs the world today.

We began to prepare on our trip after our arrival, I look forward to see the rest of iceberg
Vatnajokull. This iceberg was an unmoved ice plain twenty years ago, and it is a part of lake
today,

Iceland has so beautiful nature. Special animal species live only here. Island was condemned
as “world park®in 2022 and became the centre of interests for all biologists of the world.

28" September 2040

Sundey

06.:50 (GMT)

Fagurhdlsimri; Island

We left the Central polar research station very early because we wanted to amrive to
WVatnajokull in the forenoon. It is not allowed to use any motor vehicles in protected landscape
area that is why we have to travel by horse setout,

Sun is rising in smaze. Fouling of atmosphere is in this beautiful land too. But it isn’t so
intensive as in Europe. There is fresher air, and pure water rains here. Technology is used
only when ships with natural gas or crude oil stop here, and some people from crew illegally
debark. It’s a very big problem too. These people don’t respect embargo and they disturb sea
birds on the shore. Iceland patrols sail round the island and take care of order. Unfortunatelly,
they cannot do almost anything if they discover some rude people from crew - because world-
powers are on their side.

Doctor Hilmarsson showed us the forest of red pine-trees, unique for this island. These trees
are¢ only here. Professor Schneider asked why only fifty thousand of inhabitants live in
lceland. Doctor said a lot of Icelanders left Iceland because they cannot find any job here.
There is only one kind of job — work in the park. Other people went away because they don’t
agree with restriction of industry. Rest of inhabitants stay because of love to motherland, or
they simply won't move. Yes. It seems logic.

Professor with doctor spoke about this topic. I looked at purity of nature around me. It got
warmer and wind was blowing very pleasantly. There used to be snow cover here in this
season. Global warming makes itself felt very hard, One hour later we arrived to volcano
called Hvannadalshnikur — the highest mountain of Iceland. The voleano is extinet and two
thousand meters high top disappears in grey smoke. We stayed next to the mountain root.
Doctor said this mountain was science subject too. The mountain is very high but snow cover
isn't on the top all the year round. There is snow only in winter. The reasons for this are mean
year temperature increase and temperature inversion,



I kept back and I took a photo of entrancing mountain. We stayed there only few minutes
more — we had to continue in our way. We went just about an hour when we suddenly saw
some mysterious shining behind the trees. Doctor said: *We are here!” We were close to ex-
iceberg Vatnajokull or more precisely the lake Vatnajikull. This lake has an area of about ten
thousand square kilometres. I held my breath. Blue water level scampering beyond the
horizon was fascinating. It crossed my mind: “Was this monstrous iceberg?” Ice floes in water
and small ice hillock on shore are only remembrance of past. Professor wrote to his datapad
and asked me if I can take a few photos. I took a note of one principle thing: On shores there
was no vegetation — the second remembrance of iceberg.

Professor and doctor spoke silently and they deliberated questions of global warming. 1
looked around and realised it is better part of our expedition. You can easily forget the world
conflicts and problems on our voyage... I looked up - sky looked angry. Skyey blue was
hidden behind the grey mist - mist created by human activity.

We stayed by Vatnajokull two and half hour more. Doctor told us about consequences of
icebergs melting for nature. We bended our ears and professor wrote something again.
Primary consequence is the reproduction of insects. We noticed there was an amount of
midges. It isn’t surprise that insects survive even environment is demolished. Next
consequence is warming of landscape.

Doctor spoke for a long time and then made a suggestion of our return to the station. He
wanted to show us some of their research material. So we got off back to Fagurhdlsmyri. ..

Sankt Emma

Shores of Iceland are far away and I write my diary again. Our days on Iceland were so full of
new experiences and information that I had no time for writing. Me and professor, we wanted
to stay on Iceland longer, but we must continue because time is relentless. We should have
left island already on Monday, but captain of our ship had to carry out one order in north
concerning gas transport and it took him some time,

Our ship sailed around the island heading to Greenland which is our next port of call.
Greenland... It was a seventy-five per cent of ice earlier. Nowadays, ice is only behind the
Arctic Circle. More than half of ice melted and as a consequence sea surface increased by 3
meters. Greenland is together with Antarctica a sexton of Netherlands and other coastal cities
all around the world.

More and more intensive thawing of polar ice and increasing of world ocean level are one of
big problems for today Earth. Many inhabitants of submerged places emigrate to inland. This
problem feels my motherland too. Czech Republic is a country situated at relatively high
altitudes. Czech people will not face to floods compared to some European countries. Czech
Republic will face to huge number of emmigrants. It will constitute a growth of emigrants
from all cardinal points.

The worst thing is that we cannot stop the thawing of icebergs. Thousands of world scientists
philosophize daily, how they could stop this scourge of destiny but they know deeply in their
minds that nature started to collect its debts. But scientists don't give up. Icebergs are all
through, out and out, full of freezing machines which stabilise its temperature and might save
the ice. Nevertheless, more than two per cent of ice still fades from sight yearly.

I am wvery curious, how Greenland’s scientists fight with this problem. I know it only
theoretically, but I have never seen it on my own eyes.



We slowed down. Ship’s crew run up to the board and they are very nervous. I don’t know
what’s happening, I just have a presentiment. We probably came to Arctic Highway - one of
the most important ways for marine transport.

Yes, I was right. A ship marked as a piece patrol is approaching to us. Their task is to prevent
an accidents and battles between United States and Russia. Piece patrol also searches for
American and Russian agents. They are soldiers of European Union.

The dark blue ship with gun-toting soldiers (I still don’t understand the term “piece patrol”)
stopped close to our ship and one stiff man with his bodyguards entered our ship. He
controlled permits and other soldiers combed the ship. Then the man started to scan our
identification chips. He controlled every man on the board. Then he stopped in front of us. He
looked at us very diffidently. Combination of a woman together with a small old professor
seemed strange to him. But at last he gave his credence to fact that we are only scientists on
the trip to Japanese Yokohama. Sankt Emma can sail again...

2" October 2040

Thursday

6:00 pm

Centre for Polar fauna and its protection; Nord; Greenland

Our ship anchored a moment ago and we are glad we have a solid ground under our feet. We
had to put on some protective clothes — UV radiation is very strong here.

Ivar, a young man with Eskimo roots, welcomed us in the harbour. He was born in Greenland
and he has a Greenland name too. You don’t see such a happy and friendly man very often.
Today’s people live in stress and you find so carefree man very hardly. He was talking all the
time. He told us how he began to work with polar bears and how the station works.

Ivar took us to the office of the director of National park. Doctor Johansson waited for us and
he immediatelly began to talk about the progress of the station and of the Greenland National
Park. He offered us a short round trip through this special workplace which is heart of the
centre. Personnel take care of animals here and scientists run experiments with an artificial
impregnation.

We couldn’t say no, of course, and doctor took us to the lower floors of large complex. We
had to put on some special clothes and a special mask, and we had to pass through the
cleaning system in order to keep treatment rooms sterile. As soon as the cleaning program
finished, compressive door was opened and we saw a tangle of white gowns going back and
forth. Doctor impelled us to enter the laboratories. Firstly, he showed us a room with
incubators. Scientists want to save abortive cubs and cubs from dead mother. Early scientists
did trials with cloning here. It was successful but they had to stop it because of protests from
biological communities and Christian countries.

Cubs lay in tens of incubators connected to apparature which helps with heart and lung
functions. It was a dark room. Source of light came from bulbs with cold blue shine,

Doctor told us how machines work and what they do in order to save the polar fauna. He said
sadly that it is irony of fate that technique which kills animals, keeps them alive here. We
agreed with him.

Then we came to another workplace placed on the second floor. It was a long corridor with
glass doors along. When I looked into the first door, it grips me very much. A few of
scientists were bending over the body of snow-white cub of polar bear. Professor Schneider
stood next to me, Doctor Johansson looked at work of scientists for a few moments and he
began to comment on what they were doing. They had to intubate a miniature chip into bear
body, This chip helps scientists to define identity of bear later and it let scientists know about
the health of animal at the same time. First of all scientists have to catch all bears and insert a
vaccine against injurious ultraviolet radiation into their bodies. But even that a lot of animals



die because of tumour. Chip can prevent bears with early stage cancer but if tumour is more
aggressive, scientists cannot do absolutely anything,

We continued and we saw one animal with group of veterinary workers behind all doors.
There were not only polar bears, but ovibovines or seals as well.

Then we acceded to elevator hoist and we went down. When the door of elevator hoist
opened, Professor Schneider held his breath. We were in omithology laboratories. Birds are
professors’ passion.

Doctor Johansson spoke about the history of ornithology workplace. And when I went from
bird to bird and asked surprising prompt scientists, professor wrote very quickly to his
datapad.

When we saw all what we could, we returned back. All floors were oxygenated and air
seemed to be very heavy when we came out. Doctor invited us for a coffee to his office and
he showed us holographic photos from his experimental work. Some photos were really
fascinating! Furthermore, he told us about our next program. I look forward to observe
animals outside. Animals can never be so much beautiful as they are in their natural
environment. Animals lose half of their beauty in artificially created sites. Animals live in the
harmony with nature. People used to live in this harmony with nature too. But we broke our
relationship with nature and put our “ego” on top of our existence.

We had a dinner and went to bed. We wanted to take a rest and be fresh as a daisy in the
morning.

3" October 2040

Friday

8:35 pm (-3h GMT)

Centre for Polar fawna and its protection; Nord, Greenland

It was exquisite today. Ivar woke us early up. He wanted to show us the most interesting
places in the park, Ivar will show us round, because doctor Johansson had to dash off to south
part of Greenland. Workers of crude oil extraction disturbed nesting cormorants there. We
detected after a while that Ivar knows very interesting things about environmental conditions
and about polar fauna. He relentless narrated a lot of tales and he added old Greenland
legends. We rode by a hydrogen-driven snowmobile. Snowmobile was silent, so we didn't
disturbed peaceful nature.

We asked Ivar for melting of Greenland iceberg. He spoke a little sadly about this topic and
his face was suddenly grim. He said: *0Old Greenland gods from legends drop away to the sea
and leave silly people alone with their fate.,” Smile returned to his face and he began to
describe how ice coolers work,

I mounted a photo telescope to my camera and I looked around. White blaze of ice and snow
blinded us in spite of the fact that we had safety goggles. My heart hurts, when [ think of
reality, how many people from after-generation will be able to see this splendour.

All at once I pricked up my eyes and [ focused my camera. Pride artic wolf stayed on ice
hillock. I held my breath. I silently asked Ivar to stop and I said to professor he should prepare
his telescope. I pressed the release button with high esteem and 1 observed wolf together with
professor and Ivar for a while. I took much more photos. Then the wolf turned round and ran
away.

I noticed danger signals with picture of polar bear along the road. Ivar pointed out we came to
highly protected zone which is home for a few of polar bears born in the centre. We went
closer to the sea. We wanted to see some polar bear, We had luck. Ten minutes later we saw
snow-white coat shining to distance. Protected animals can swim in the sea only by virtue of
so-called “clean zone™ which is all around Greenland just about two kilometers from shore. In
this distance there are cleaning columns which inhibit clean zone water from all kinds of



pollution. Ivars® manual identifier showed us, this polar bear is five years old female called
Snowflake. Two weeks ago she left centre with protective dose in her body.

Ivar sadly said that one and only enemy of icebears were foresails and walruses with their
sharp tusks and now the biggest danger for them is man and his activities. Professor put him
at their ease and he told him also that polar bears have not said good bye yet. I constantly
pressed the release button of my camera. I was exulting. Databooks and holography programs
about the nature are handy things, but to see this all on my eyes, it is fantastic.

Terns and auks flew close to shore, all seemed as paradise. We didn't want to return to centre
but we had to. After all, we will spend a few more days here and they can be interesting. ..

11" October 2040

Saturday

5:20 pm (-3h GMT}

Sankt Emma

We left Greenland with bad grace, but full of new information and experiences. These
experiences were not only pleasant ones. Fifth day of our stay, ship of animal killers anchored
at Greenland shores. They kill rare species of animals and they sell them to collections of rich
people. Doctor Johansson was very angry but then he said it could have been much worse.
Mineralogists from the centre worked close by this place and they unexpectedly surprised
these barbarians.

Even if we saw one of Greenland’s dark side, my impressions are positive. When we left
Greenland, doctor Johansson offered me a job in the centre. He said he needs young zealous
scientists and that [ would be a quite suitable condidate for work with animals, Of course it
flattered me a lot.

Now I have to concentrate on our last stop on our journey to Yokohama and this is Inuit city
Kuujjuag. Inuits feel the turn of climate very intensively and most of them are worried. Even
if Ivar has Inuit roots and he is in touch with his relatives from North America, he warned us,
that only old generation of Inuits has the right Inuit feeling. They almost left their culture and
they build modern houses with modern décor. A lot of Inuits move south. They work there
and build their career.

12" October 2040

Sunday

11:30 am (-7h GMT)

Kuujjuag; Canada

We arrived to Kuujjuaq with backwardness. It caused a collapse of one mining tower. But we
arrived and it’s a prime. First thing, which surprised me, was the watery and dirty snow. We
were behind Artic Circle, it was very strange. Ubiquitous humidity was very troublesome.
Scientists have right. Snow in these areas falls only in winter.

We settled meeting with Claire McQueen. She fights for preservation of peace and traditions
of Inuits. We met in small snug hotel on suburb where we were accomodated. Miss McQueen
was a kind young woman. She spoke perfect English with obvious American accent. She
answered us all our questions with good grace. She even brought a lot of material with her.
We got a message that the “highway” to Japan will be closed during next three days. So we
cannot stay very long, and find out much about Inuits. We were frusirated, but Miss McQueen
tried 1o offset us all.

She began to talk about the biggest problem. This is the emigration of Inuits to south Canada
and to United States. The second problem is growing of mean year temperature. Inuits were
adapted to cold summers and frosty winters. Now there is routinely thirty degree Celsius in
summer. Their culture falls into a trap. One of hard swipe was the fact; they can't build their



typical houses - igloos. Snow is low-class and it keeps only for short time, The habit of
building igloos stays only by Inuits who profit from it. They lure American tourists to north.
One of hit below the belt of fate is asphyxiation of fishes — primary part of Inuit cooking.
Inuits hunted polar bears but only in Greenland. A few Inuits which count polar bear as their
symbol made themself understood with administration of the Greenland Park and two male
and two female polar bears were discharged in Alaska. However they died in a short time
because of fish intoxicated by chemical rubbish. Fish are “chemical bins” there. The
immunity of polar bears can’t make it.

Miss McQueen showed us pictures from release of bears to nature and she had watery eyes. |
don’t wonder. My heart is bleeding too.

Miss McQueen gave us another disc about Inuits who don’t want to trade off their traditions
and leave them. There are two big parties among Inuits — one group stand up for traditions
and the second group collaborate with industrial companies. There are many guarrels and
fights which very often finish by the Supreme Court.

Inuits, originally the nation connected to nature with all one’s heart and soul today partake in
the doom of nature. Isn’t it irony of fate? MNature saved them their lives and gets a lot of
swipes back. The biggest swipe was the abandonment of nature.

But as 1 said, there still exist Inuits who want to keep their old traditions. But they do not have
much of support — only piece organizations and conservationists help.

The extremists protest and complicate the work of power-stations and mining towers.
Unfortunatelly, many people all over the world consider them as terrorists and fools because
of their behaviour. They just want save their traditions. Claire mentioned she isn’t pessimist
but she think this battle is lost. Traditional habits of Inuits haven’t any chance to survive in
the modern age. That's a pity, next Inuit generation will not build igloo, will not make a fire
by hands or speak their original language.

Yes, Original Eskimo language fades away and Eskimos speak English now.

Miss McQueen put another disc to holoprojector. Suddenly, older man of Inuit features in his
face came to us. He apologized for disturbance and he said that he observed us for a while. He
knew Miss McQueen from some campaigns.

We elicited from his narration that he is an expert in this problem. He told us some Inuits’
legends, traditions, and about himself and his family... He spoke very long but it did not
mind. I didn’t lose my attention. He was glad he had so open-eared learner. When he went
away he gave us his address.

But now Japan is calling and we must to go to the end of our sailing...

I recorded some information from Claire’s data cards and I browse through them now. I have
to re-sort them. We may to arrive to Japan on October 20™ but contingencies settled a matter.

I entered disc with my photos to holoprojector and I started to dream. These days were really
nice but I have a sad errand for our planet. People are not interested in results of their activity.
Priority of people is their own prosperity and they can do everything for money.

I went up on the board and I set up brightness mode of glasses lighter. Wind blows and sea
thuds. Forecastle ruffles the dark surface of ocean and our ship sails to horizon. Sun shines
through the smaze above my head. Sun - the most precious of stars. You were there when
Earth was born and now you will witness the gradual doom of this planet. We locked the door
and threw the key away. We were a part of nature; we are its destruction now. I would like to
have a time machine and possibility to say to people what they will evoke...
